Great LEP Forward? Another forum where Council is currently consultingpke concerns the draft Local
Environmental Plan (LEP). In our February news we advised people to have a look at the proposed new Plan. Apparently son
of you did so, and have expressed concern to the Community about the rezoning of your property fr&esRieatial to E4
Environmental Living. The Rural Residential zoning, however no longer exists in the new NSW State Government guidelines
for LEP, and E4 is the closest fit. S0 most residents in the new E4 zones will find little or no change todhi@insaf
tenure. Most people seem comfortable with this.

As part of its community consultation, Council has invited submissions from people who fear they may have been
disadvantaged. Those who are in doubt about how they might be affected may asslsmtknterview with one of
Council és planners to ask for specific clarificatiaen. Wh
Government, Council are looking for your comments on how best to describe them for our comiergtcourage you to
write to Council if you have concerns about their draft.
