Rural Subdivision 3 From time to time, | am approached by residents in rural residential areas who would like to
subdivide their property. They are usually older residents who see this as an opportunity tbitaitexdra capital, and at
the same time reduce the size of the property they have to maintain. The properties in question are usual§2rai(thb4
30 acres) in size.

The residents are often a bit upset when they discover that, while lots raaysiell as Ba (5 acres) in the 1(d) rural
residential zone, [often prohibitive] conditions apply. For starters, it will not generally be possible to subdivideod lefesck
than 12 ha (30 acres). In rural areas (the current 1(a) zone), lots mutgdst 46Cha before they can be subdivided (with
dwelling entitlements). Even these minima may not be relevant if the lot in question was part of a previous subdivision that
took advantage of averaging provisions. In such cases, a lot may simply nte be e further subdivided, regardless of its
size.

There are a couple of other conditions that must also be met. A lot of less than 16 ha must have a frontage on a road
other than a main or arterial road, and lots must have a depth to width ratceediag 4:1.
While there are changes to the way in which these regulations are specified in the new PLEP, in practice they remain largely
unchanged.

So why the restrictions? Most peopl e who nmsebdigsen t hi s i
would have very little impact, especially when the issue of dual occupancy developments is brought into the picture.

Numerous objections At the time Council invited submissions on the proposal, and received a substantial number of
objections, largely from residents in Newington Road and Macs Reef Road.

Planning staff at the timadvised that because of the number of objections, the proposal would have to be submitted to
Council and could not be decided by the Planning Staff. They also advised that all objectors would be invited to address
Council when the proposal came up fonsieration. Since then objectors have not heard of any developments, apart from

objectors.| was one who objected to the proposal, and most of my concerns were shared by others in the vicinity. Council
advises that all submissions are publicly available.

Some objecions were as follows:

1. The development poses environment, heritage and amenity threats which merit a full Environmental Impact
Statement and detailed road and safety reports, none of which are provided.

2. The development does not accord with Coumrcitate planning philosophy on land use and does not meet any
existing demand, and

3. The proposed access route is a cheap alternative which is inappropriate, unsafe and inadequate, and which will
intensify existing problems and dangers on Macs Reef Roddts intersection.

Yarrowlumlg Shire and concluded that the land supply in the area was sufficient for the next 28 years. Locatsnaitebe
